Waiver of Administrative/Teacher Ratio

The following is an example of language that has previously been used when state board
has considered Administrative/Teacher Ratio waivers.

EC 4140 The Superintendent of Public Instruction shall determine
the reduction in state support resulting from excess administrative
employees identified in subdivision (d) of Section 41403 as follows:
(a) Compute the ratio which total state support to the district
general fund bears to the total general fund income of the district.
(b) Multiply the ratio determined pursuant to subdivision (a) by the
average salary of administrative employees. (c) Multiply the product
of subdivision (b) by the number of administrative employees
converted to the nearest whole number in excess of the maximum
number specified in Section 41402. The amount of the second
principal apportionment made to the district for the current fiscal
year pursuant to Section 41335 shall be reduced by the product so
produced. However, no reduction shall reduce the final
apportionment below the amount specified in Section 6 of Article IX
of the California Constitution.

EC Section 41402 (a) The maximum ratios of administrative
employees to each 100 teachers in the various types of school
districts shall be as follows: (a) In elementary school districts--9. (b)
In unified school districts--8. (c) In high school districts--7.This
section shall not apply to a school district that has one or fewer
administrators.

Officials have organized the state’s counties into five regions. Prior to Jan.

The state is now using three statistics to judge counties. With some exceptions,
metrics must surpass the benchmark for the next tier in order to loosen
restrictions. However, other factors are considered and lower numbers do not
immediately lead to a reduction in restrictions. The latest numbers, along with
tier reassignments, are released each Tuesday.

The first measure is the adjusted case rate. It takes new cases in a recent seven-
day period — excluding cases at prisons and jails — and adjusts for population.
In some areas, that number is modified to account for the volume of testing.
Santa Barbara County’s most recent adjusted case rate was 5.3.

100,000 population. Elementary schools may reopen when the Covid rates are 25
cases or less per 100,000 population and the high school can reopen when the Covid
cases are 7 or less per 100,000 population. Mr. Gamino presented the survey data on
reopening of schools. A majority of the parents on the survey wanted schools to
reopen (80%). Staff surveys were mixed. All high school certificated staff is open to
reopening schools if the Board makes the decision and at the elementary school,
most certificated staff members prefer with staying with online instruction due to

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the pandemic. All staff would like to return to in person instruction when it is safe
to do so. Student and staff safety is top priority.

Football season is about to resume with our first scrimmage game on Saturday,
March 13,2021 vs. Valley Christian in Santa Maria.

The high school held its first WASC meeting on Wednesday, March 10, 2021. Many
more WASC meetings to be scheduled as we prepare for a WASC visitation that will
take place in May of 2022.

LCAP process: We have held stakeholder input meetings with CUE/CTA, CSEA,
SSC and DELAC parent group, and high school students. We will continue the
work of completing the LCAP in order to have it approved by June of 2021.
